Attaching or Removing Battery Pack

1. To connect battery, line up the tracks
and attach the battery pack. Slide
toward the battery pack until it locks
into positions with a click.
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2. To remove the battery pack, push on
the RED button on the top and release
the battery pack.

OPERATIONS

This product had been carefully
inspected prior to leaving the factory. It
should provide you with years of
satisfying service under normal
operating conditions. Do not, however,
force the tool to perform outside its
design parameters.

1. Slide battery into the bottom of the
housing handle until a click sound
occurs. Do not force battery as it
should slide easily into place with
nominal force.

2. When attaching the battery pack, a
long beep sound will occur for 2
seconds that indicates the electric
currents are connected between the
battery and the tool. Ready to work.

3.Before operating, check if the diameter
of the nose piece collates with the
diameter of the rivet.

Yellow Flashing

(1) When the temperature of the battery is too low
(<0°C(<32°F)), it is in a trickle charge mode until the
temperature of the battery goes up to over 0°C(<32°F).
The lamp will change from the Yellow Flashing to Green
Flashing automatically and start to charge. (If after 70
minutes, the lamp changes from yellow flashing to yellow
lit, consult an authorized dealer.)

(2) When the temperature of the battery is too high
(>40°C(104°F)), it is in a trickle charge mode until the
temperature of the battery drops to under 40°C(104°F).
The lamp will change from the Yellow Flashing to Green
Flashing automatically and start to charge. (If after 70
minutes, the lamp changes from yellow flashing to yellow
lit, consult an authorized dealer.)

(3) When the voltage of the battery is too low (below 10.8
voltage), it is in a trickle charge mode until the voltage of
the battery reaches to the standard value. The lamp will
change from the Yellow Flashing to Green Flashing
automatically and start to charge. (If after 20 minutes, the
lamp changes from yellow flashing to yellow lit, consult
an authorized dealer.)

Yellow Lit

The battery and the charger are not connected. If the yellow
lit still on after trying re-attach the battery, consul the an
authorized dealer.

* When charging a cool battery pack
(below 0°C(32°F)) in a warm place,
leave the battery pack at the place
and wait for more than one hour to
warm up the battery to the level of the
ambient temperature. Otherwise
battery pack may not be fully charged.

e Cool down the charger when
charging more than two battery
packs consecutively.

* Do not insert your fingers/ nails into
contact hole, when holding charger or
any other occasions.

1.Place charger in a relatively cool and
well-ventilated area.

2.Plug charger into the AC outlet.
CAUTION: Ensure that the power
source to be utilized conforms to the
power requirement specified on the
product nameplate.

3.Turn the battery up-side-down and
slide the battery into charger while
keeping the alignment marks line up.
Slide the forward in the direction of the
arrow. Do not force battery as it
should slide easily into place with
nominal force. Any difficulty doing so
would indicate an incorrect alignment.

4. If the power lamp (red) does not light

immediately or goes out soon after
the charger is plugged in, consult an
authorized dealer.

5. During charging, the charging lamp

(green) will start flashing. When
charging is completed, an internal
electronic switch will automatically be
triggered to prevent overcharging.

- Charging will not start if the battery
pack is warm. For example,
immediately after heavy-duty
operation. The yellow standby lamp
will be flashing until the battery cools
down.

6. If the temperature of the battery pack

is 0°C or less, charging takes longer
to fully charge the battery pack than
the standard charging time. Even
when the battery is fully charged, it
will have approximately 50% of the
power of a fully charged battery at
normal operation temperature.

7. Once the battery is fully charged, the

green lamp will be lit to indicate the
gone into a trickle charge mode.

Ni-MH Battery Pack

[NOTE]

When you charge the battery pack for
the first time, or after prolonged
storage, charge it for about 24 hours
to bring the battery up to full capacity.

Li-ion Battery Pack

[NOTE]

Your battery pack is not fully charged
at the time of purchase. Be sure to
charge the battery before first use.
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4.Put the rivet into the nose piece and
plug into the work piece then
depress the trigger. Do not release
the trigger until the rivet is cut.

[NOTE]

If to release the trigger before the rivet
being cut, the rivet will back to the
original place.

CAUTION:
After releasing the trigger, MUST have
one second interval before next
operation.

5.When the rivet is cut, either move
forward the tool to let the rivet out or
move backward to let the rivet fall
into the collect box.

6.When the collect box is almost full,
push it out and clean it.

7.When pushing the trigger, if four
short beep sounds occur that
indicates the battery would be out of
battery soon. Change the battery
pack immediately.

Foldable cover design for easy and
quick mandrel removal. Mandrel
collector means no more mandrels
on floor.

CAUTION:

The battery will be auto shut off when
working with an unusual rivet during
the riveting process. If this happens,
wait for five seconds and then
depress “RESET”, remove the
battery and reattach again.



Nose Piece Replacement:

1. Use the wrench or the 3 in 1 wrench to disassemble the nose piece and replace the size of the desired
nose piece. Then, tighten it by either wrench.

Maintenance/ Cleanness

1. Use the big end of the 3 in 1 wrench to disassemble the head.

2. Use the small end of the 3 in 1 wrench to disassemble the jaws housing and take out the jaws and the
jaws pusher. Clean the dusts by blow guns or cloth. ¢ NG

Battery Pack -

Li-ion Battery Pack

1. For Optimum battery life, store the
Li-ion battery pack following use
without charging it.

2. Do no charge battery when ambient
temperature is below 0°C(32°F) or
above 40°C(104°F). If the battery
pack is used when the battery
temperature is below 0°C (32°F), the
tool may fail to function properly.

Battery Pack Life
The rechargeable batteries have a
limited life. If the operation time
becomes extremely short after
recharging, replace the battery
pack with a new one.

Battery Recycling
The batteries must be recycled or
disposed properly.
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
